The Oklahoma Chapter of the Association of Public-Safety Communications Officials (OKAPCO) 
Scholarships are available to any telecommunicator, call taker, dispatcher or supervisor with at 
least three (3) years of experience in Emergency Communications and satisfy all current 
requirements to complete APCO courses. Industry partners or other vendor personnel are not 
eligible for this award, nor are previous recipients. The applicant must also be an OKAPCO 
member in good standing. 
 
To be eligible for the scholarship, you must complete and submit the scholarship application and 
provide a current resume.  
 
The APCO member course fee will be paid by OKAPCO. The study materials and any additional 
costs associated with materials or re-test fees will be paid by the applicant. 
 
The OKAPCO Scholarship program was established in February of 2025 to empower and educate 
public safety communications professionals and enhance their professional development.
